They had fallen on hard times, and simply needed a helping 
hand to get back on their feet.
With the help of the St. Brigid Conference, Rebecca and Tyler were able to stop the eviction 
and cover their back due rent. Rebecca and Tyler had hope again knowing that they were seen, 
heard, and cared for. The Vincentians shined Christ’s light into their darkness, letting them 
know they were not alone.
